Chinese vouth are kept company during these 20-to-30-minute windows by TV shows or short
vidcos, which they sircam on their phong, Lablet, or (cleyvision, On the Iniemcet, such conlent has been
called “digital pickled vegetables ™ .

Somgc popular picks melude classic Chingse dramas and siluation comedics (siicoms) hike
Empresses in the Palace and My Own Swordsiman. American sitcoms such as Iriends and How { Met
Your Mother arc also lavored for their amusing jokes and simplc storvlines. You don't nced to know
anvthing about either to get a good laugh from a random episode.

Some have questioned the value of such videos, pointing out that some explamers ruin good films
and books and that no-brainer mim-series aren't informational. On the other hand, we see nothing
wrong with some harmless fun to accompany a lonely meal after a long day of work. Instead of being
accompanied by friends and family during a mcal, many voung pcople in China arc kept company by
TV shows or short videos.

Can this habit affect vour dict? According 1o a rescarch papcr published in 2019, vou may cal morg
unconsciously. An mtemational research team asked 62 volunteers to follow different eating pattems on
[our difTerent davs. The patiems included caling while looking at the mobile phone, recading magazings
and without distraction(7;») .

To explore the reason. the team also mnvited two groups of people: one group ate while listening to
a rccording aboul another person cating and the other listened to a clip that helped them imagine
themselves eating. The results showed that the second group ate less since they were more focused on
their meals. When eating with the "digital pickles”, our attention can be distracted, which leads to eating
morge than expected.

Pioneers of the research that led to one of the first COVID-19 vaccines (J4F) sav breakthroughs
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madc m thewr studics could point the wav loward devcloping a poleniial vaceine agamsi cancer belore
the end of the decade.

Ugur Sahin and Ozlem Turccl, co-loundcrs of BioNTech said tcchnology they had developed could
help the immune{ %% /) system respond to cancer cells. The mRNA COVID-19 vaccine causes cells to
crcale spike protoms, which wam the body's immune svstem aboul things o look oul lor and 1o allack.
1t is hoped that this could be reworked using proteins found in cancer tumor (&) cells. causing a
similar bodily defensive action.

BioNTech was founded m 2008 specifically to work on cancer treatments. "From the very
beginning. our focus has always been on developing the full potential of the body's immune svstem to
successfully help address cancer and infectious diseases." savs the company website.

Some of those earlter cancer vaccine developments have reached the clinical trial stage. "As
scienlists we are always hesitant to sav we will have a curc lor cancer.” said Turcei. "We have a number
of breakthroughs and we will continue to work on them . this will detinitely accelerate also our cancer
vaccing."”

Luke O'Nelll, protessor of biochemistry at Trinity College Dublin, said that such a breakthrough
would be "the Holy Grail” of cancer rescarch. He added that ol enabled the body o recognize a cancor
tumor as a toreign element, in the same way 1t had done with COVID-19, and to respond accordingly., so
that the immunc sysicm could be "traincd” to "hunt down"” the abnormal presence.

What made the potential breakthrough even more exciting. he said. was that anv treatment could be
personalized to work on an individual cancer patient's specific circumstances. "You can take somcone
who's got cancer, take their own tumor and make an RNA vaccine out of that and improve their own
immune svstem specifically agamst their own tumor. That's a really wonderful thing to see.” he added.
