When seientists first began studying the cockatoos in 2018, only three areas near Svdney

had cover-opening cockatoos. A year and a hall later, cockatoos in 44 dif {orent arcas knew the

trick. This time the scientists weren’t just studying cockatoos. They were also studying humans,

The scientists spent weeks studying more than 3,200 trash bins in four different areas ot

Sydney. They wanted to see how many bins were protected and what methods were used.

In one area, over halfl the bins were protected. The most common way of protecting the
bins was to put a brick or some other heavy objects on the cover. Some people put things hike

rubber snakes on the top of their bins, The scientists discovered that the humans awvere teaching

each other tricks, too. In most neighborhoods, many people used the same cockaloo-s10pping
methods as their neighbors.

The researchers say it’s like a race between humans and cockatoos to learn new wavs of
doing things. Now many cockatoos have learned how 1 push heavy items off the bins. As a

result, humans have figured out ways to attach the items to the top of their bins, The scien-

tists describe the situation as a “human-wildlife conflict”. They expect these confliclts will

hecome more common as humans take over more areas that used to be wild.
